	6. Restoring hay meadows

Flower-rich meadows are a renowned feature of the Yorkshire Dales. Silage making, which has been preferred to hay as a simpler and more reliable way of providing winter feed for livestock over many years.  is incompatible with maintaining the diversity of grassland species found in long-established meadows cut for hay, and many farmers are now receiving payments through the Environmental Stewardship Scheme to restore traditional hay meadows.

David Martin, Senior Specialist (Habitats Team) working for Natural England, will review plans to extend the Haytime Project to Nidderdale from this summer.
