	5. The Yorkshire Peat Project 

The Yorkshire Peat Project was established in May this year. Its objective is to coordinate work by moorland owners, Natural England, Environment Agency and others to restore degraded and damaged peat-based ecosystems across the region. The project partnership, which includes an AONB representative, is being led by a small officer team administered by the Yorkshire Wildlife Trust. Astrid Hanlon, who is the project’s research coordinator, will give an account of the background to the project and plans for the future.

	6. Public art project in Greenhow: a proposed new viewing platform at Pateley Bridge Quarry near Greenhow
