	7. Uplands Entry Level Scheme

This is a new tier of grant for farmers that will be added to Natural England’s Environmental Stewardship Scheme from 2010. The report on the future of farming in the Dales presented to the JAC in April, highlighted concerns     about the implications for AONB farmers of the replacement of Hill Farm Allowance with Uplands Entry Level (UELS).

The overwhelming majority of AONB farmers will be affected by these changes, and the presentation by Rachel Webster of Natural England will be an opportunity for Members to review the latest proposals for UELS.
