	7. Reducing flood risk in Ripon – how land management can help

   The Ripon Multi Objective Project was set up by DEFRA and the Environment Agency in 2004. Its aim was to investigate how to integrate flood risk reduction, wildlife and amenity objectives. Earlier this year, the Environment Agency commissioned the AONB to work on implementation of some of the recommendations from the first phase of the project.
