3. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17th JULY 2008

3.1. The minutes of the meeting held on the 17th July were agreed as an accurate record.

4. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
4.1. 11.1 Planning Application at Warsill
The minute should read that the application was approved in house but the applicants did not build to the specification.

5. CATCHMENT SENSITIVE FARMING

5.1. Mr John Shillcock of the Yorkshire Rivers Trust gave a presentation.

5.2. The presentation outlined the work of the Rivers Trust and looked at ways in which the Trust are managing river banks to help prevent erosion, increase biodiversity and protect against flooding. JS then went on to explain Catchment Sensitive Farming and the support available to land managers to help protect the rivers by preventing run off from chemicals, slurry, silage etc.

5.3. This presentation was followed by a brief talk by Paul Arnold on Catchment Sensitive Farming and the delivery initiative. He explained that they are currently looking at a new way of delivering the initiative and instead of employing a Catchment Officer to manage the Nidd Catchment they are setting up a partnership to take on the role. The partnership will consist of local organisations who would offer a donation, either financial or in kind. The value of the donation would then be match funded by Defra (up to £10,000 per partner) and this money can then be used by the partnership to deal with the issues. So far a positive response has been received from the AONB, The Rivers Trust and Yorkshire Water.

6. THE NATIONAL BEE UNIT

6.1. A presentation was given by Selwyn Wilkins of the National bee Unit based at the Central Science Laboratory near York.

6.2. The presentation outlined the work of the Bee Unit and then went on to explain the threats and diseases faced by bees and the methods used to treat them.
